IMPERATIVES

—» Los verbos marcados en naranja son imperativos.

— Usamos el imperativo para dar érdenes e instrucciones. Podemos decir a alguien
qué hacer a través de oraciones afirmativas, o qué no hacer, con oraciones
negativas.

Estructura

Oraciones afirmativas

» Simplemente usamos el verbo sin modificaciones.
» No usamos pronombre, ya que siempre le hablamos a la misma persona al dar
indicaciones u érdenes — YOU.
Wear your blue skirt. — Usa tu falda azul.
» Podemos please, para ser amables.
Give him a message, please. — Por favor, dale un mensaje.

Qraciones negativas

« Usamos don’t + verbo
e Aligual que en las afirmativas, no usamos pronombre.
Don't go there. — No vayas alli.

SUGGESTIONS
La frase marcada en azul es una sugerencia. Es una invitacion a hacer o no algo.
» Usamos let’s + verbo para sugerir hacer algo.

Let’s go out at lunchtime. — Salgamos a la hora del almuerzo.

o Usamos let’s not + verbo para sugerir no hacer algo.

Let’s not talk about Andrew. — No hablemos de Andrew.
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CAN - CAN'T

El verbo CAN puede usarse para expresar diferentes cosas. En esta clase veremos dos:
hablar de la posibilidad de realizar algo (possibility) y pedir a alguien que haga algo
(request).

En las frases iniciales, este verbo esta marcado en verde.
Possibility
Sally can’t wear it. — Sally no puede usarla. ---—-No es posible.

The people on the train can not talk on their phones. — La gente en el tren no puede usar
sus teléfonos. ----- No es posible.

We can find a new skirt. - Podemos encontrar una nueva falda. --—- Es posible.

» Cany can’t se usan igual para todas las personas (1, you, he, she, etc.)
= \an acompafiados de un verbo en infinitivo, es decir sin modificaciones.
» Can’tresulta de la contaccion de cannot.

Requests and permission

Can you give him a message? - ¢ Puedes darle un mensaje?

e Para pedirle a alguien que haga algo, o preguntar si nosotros podemos hacer algo
usamos la forma interrogativa.

e Para realizar un pedido a alguien, iniciamos la pregunta con: Can you...?

= Para pedir permiso para realizar algo, iniciamos la pregunta con: Can /...?
