Mahalia Jackson was a musical legend who helped to
bring gospel music from the church to large audiences.
She was Aretha Franklin's mentor, and in 1961 she was the
first gospel singer to win a Grammy Award. She was also
an important member of the Civil Rights Movement in the
LISA, and she was a close friend of Martin Luther King.
Mahalia often went with King on civil rights
demonstrations and marches, including into the most
hostile parts of the South, and she sang at the events. As

a presenter from National Public Radio said, ‘her voice
became the soundtrack of the Civil Rights Movement'.

On 28th August 1963, there was a famous march in
Washington against racism. Mahalia was with King, who
was going to give a five-minute speech. Before the day
itself, he and his advisers decided what he was going to say.
