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MUSEUMS IN THE AREA

A Stackworth Museum tells the B Charberth Museum is near the main bus

history of the famous Stackworth
family, and gives information about
other well-known local people. These
include poets, artists and writers.
There is an excellent café and a car
park.

Fairley Museum is arranged like an old-
fashioned village. You can see people
working at their trades to produce tools,
pats and even boats using traditional skills.
