Electronic Books

Electronic books, or e-books, provide a new, cool way to read. They are cheaper than books
and don't damage the environment because no trees are cut down to make them.

These sites contain extra
information, plot summaries, reviews, pictures, and other good things. They usually provide some
chapters to read for free, so you can read a section of the book before you buy it to see if you really like
it. If you read a book and like it a lot, you could always write a review and send it to the author. Maybe
it'll get published on the internet with your name.

If you love real, paper books to death and just can't imagine reading any other way, don't panic.
So far, e-books are an alternative to the traditional ones. They haven't replaced them. However, it is
possible that they will replace them because e-books promise to make the reading experience better
than paper, for example with audio versions where the author reads it to you.
