Hazel Findlay—a champion rock climber—shows girls that the sky’s the limit, She has been
pushing her mental and physical limits since she was seven to overcome some of the
biggest natural obstacles around the world.

The work done by volunteers improves how relief teams respond to a crisis. They know much

more about the crisis area in real time, so they can get food, shelter, and clothing to more
people in need, It now takes relief teams less than a third of the time to respond to a natural

disaster because of MicroMappers, which saves lives. If you want to help out, now you know
how.
