The definite article the can be written four ways in Spanish. --el, (g, los, or las-- depending
on the gender (masculine or feminine) and number (singular or plural) of the noun.

The indefinite article a (or an) can be written as un or una in Spanish. Un is used before
masculine, singular nouns, and una before feminine, singular nouns.

The indefinite article some can be written as unos or unas. Unos is used before masculine,
plural nouns and unas before feminine, plural nouns.
