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Debunking health and safety myths

In the UK, it is the Health and Safety Executive that is
responsible for passing legislation aimed at keeping the
population safe. While many of the rules and regulations
currently in effect have indeed been issued by this organization,
a number of myths abound. Here are some of the worst of them.

Each year we hear of companies banning
employees from decorating their offices at
Christmas for ‘health and safety’ reasons, *
requiring the work to be done by a ‘qualified’
person. Such rules have never been issued
by the Health and Safety Executive, *
managers would be sensible to provide staff
with step ladders to hang up decorations
rather than expecting them to balance on
wheelie chairs.

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The idea that park benches®  be replaced
because they are 8 cm too low seems to have
originated from a decision by one particular

park manager; it has no basis in health and
safety law at all. There are no such bench height
requirements and inspectors will ®____ not be
sent around measuring the benches at any point

" in the near future.

Despite recent reports to the contrary,

health and safety law does not ban staff
from wearing sandals or flip-flops at work.

It must be said, however, that slips, trips and
falls 7 account for about 30 per cent

of all workplace accidents. ® , if you work
somewhere where the floor can't be kept dry
or clean, then wearing shoes that fit well

and have a good grip would be a better choice
than flip-flops.
