11 and her family. They live there from August to October.

About 85,000 tourists visit Balmoral every vear, but they can't visit the
castle in August, September or October because that's when the Queen
is there.

The Royal Standard

When the Queen is at home at Buckingham Palace, or
in one of her castles, you can see this flag. It is called
the Royal Standard. It is red, blue and yellow. On the
flag there are seven lions and a yellow harp.
