Yorkshire's Robinson Crusoe Found His Paradise

In 1962 Brendon Grimshaw, the Yorkshireman, bought Moyenne — a small island just
half a mile wide — in the Seychelles for the princely sum of £8,000, and he has been
living there ever since. He gpends his davs caring for the island’s giant tortoises and
birds that also eall 1t home

Chiant torioizes are native to the Seychelles, but have been killed off on most of the other
1slands. Brendon has been gradually reintroducing them to his corner of the Indian
Ovean, painting Lhem wilh identbilying numbers and giving Lhem names such as Alice,

Flarita and Four Degrecs South.

He first arrived there on holiday in the late fifties, restless and zeeking adventure after
years spenl working as 2 pewspaperman in Alrica. “l knew the moment | set {ool on
theisland that it was the right place for me”. he said. Brendon hired his own Man Friday,
a Beychellois called Reme Lafortune, who helped him transform Moyenne, Together
they planted palm trees, mango and paw-paw, saved rainwater and pumped it up the
hillside by hand. When he arrived, there were no birds on the igland, so he brought ten
from a neighbouring island. Brendon started feading them, and more birds settled on
the island.

“"But we weren't doing it to make it into a national park or anvthing like that”, saw
Brenden. "We were doing it to make 1t habitable for me.” A Sandi prince once affered
him a blank chegue for Moyenne, but Brendon eertainly isn't selling. “The only reason
someone would want to buy this island is te build a big hetel”, he said.

Yes, of course he wants to Keep his hideaway unspaoiled, but perhaps he still has hopes
of finding the pirate treasure rumonred to be buried somewhere on the island. After
buyving the island, Brendon admits he spent much of his spare time searching for the
fortune, poring over old maps, hunting for clues and shifting tons of rock at his two
excavation sites.

But it’s fair to say Brendon has never been motivated by money. He has woarked
tirelessly to transform and preserve Moyenne. ensuring that when he finally leaves
the ialand 1t will be protected and passed to the people of the Seyvehelles as a national
park. “Brendon is the modern Robinson Crusoce” says Joel Morgan, environment
minister for the Seychelles. “He's a naturalist, a conservationist and a hard worker.”

The island has been Brendon's life. and as he has struggled to create a spectacular
home, it has repaid ham by giving him a tonic that no doetor can prescribe: a real sense
of purpose and meamng. Out in the Indian Ocean Brendon Grimshaw 1s still iving
the dream.

Even though origins date back to the 10th century, the castle wae under conztretion
from the 11th o the 14th century. Just hke many other medieval eastles, Vianden Castle
lies on top of & hill sverlooking the tewn of Vianden.

Until the early 15th century it was the seat of prominent counts of Vianden with close
eonnections to the Reyal Family of Franee and the German imperial eourt.
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15 Malbork Castle

Malhork Castle, also known az Castle of the Teutonie Order in Malbork, 13 a 13th-
century castle and fortress in Northern Poland, According to UNESCO, it is the largest
pastlein the world measured by land area. Due toa prowing number of Teutonie Enights,
the casile wis expanded several times. AL one point, it housed over 3000 Kaights Due
to 1t3 stratesic lecation near the Baltic Sea and the River Vistula, Teutonic Knights
were able to collect tolle from trading ships and barges. The vastle was heavily damaged
during World War 11 but sinee has been rebuilt and is open for visitors.

Now, computer scientists at the University of Alberta have applied artificial intelligence
to the manuscripl, with their first goal to catablish s language of omgin. They used the
text from the Universal Declaration of Human Rights in 380 languages to “train” their
system and then ran thewr algorithms, which determined (19)

Professor Kondrak, who led the research, and his graduate student Bradley Hauer were
able to decipher a relatively high number of words using Ilebrew as their reference
language. “Tt turned out that over 80 per cent of the words were in a lebrew dictionary,
bul we dido't know (20) . said Professor Kondruk.
