e already = before now, or before a particular time in the past
Example:
1've already done it.
=1 did it in the past so | don’t need/plan to do it again.

e yet = before now or before that time
Example:
[ haven't done it yet.
= [ didn’t do it in the past so I still need/plan to do it in the future.

e just = a very short time ago
Example:
I've just done it.
=1 did it very recently (e.g. in the last few minutes).
