PAST SIMPLE

Negative

*To form the negative, we write DID+ NOT (didn’t) between the subject and the verb in its
base form. It is the same form for all the personal pronouns,

SUBJECT+ DIDN'T+ VERB (base form)+ COMPLEMENTS.

| didn't listen We didn't listen
You didn't listen You listen

He/shel it didn't listen They didn't listen

EXAMPLES

¥v"  He didn't cook 2 days ago.
v 1 didn’t go to Madrid in 2018.
v We didn't break your toy.

Interrogative

*To form the interrogative we write DID before the subject. It follows the structure:
DID+ SUBJECT+ VERB (base form)+ COMPLEMENTS?

EXAMPLES

v" Did you eat your sandwich yesterday?
v" Did they study English?
v"  Did she talk with her friends the other day?

KEY WORDS

*yesterday * last year
*the day before yesterday * the other day

*2 days ago * in 1990
