Katty Perry ..................... (be) born October 25, 1984, in Santa Barbara, California. After the opportunity to sign with three
record companies failed, she signed with Capitol in 2007. Later that year, she released her first single, "Ur So Gay." Still, her career
ceerienennennnnnnnneenes (NOE t@ke off) until the release of her next single, "I Kissed a Girl". Her album Teenage Dreams came out in August
2010.

Fans might be surprised to learn that the singer who writes about sexual exploration in "I Kissed a Girl" grew up in a very
conservative family. Both of her parents are pastors, and they ........cccocviniiens (not want) their daughter to listen to any rock or
popular music. "The only things I .........ccceviiiinns (can + Flsten) to when I was a kid were the Sister Acf 1 and 2 soundtracks,” Perry
told Entertainment Weekiy. She and her two siblings couldn't watch cable channels like MTV and VHL. "T ..c.cocieiiiiinicinicininens

Perry started taking singing lessons around the age of 9 and learned to play guitar when she was 13. Around this time, she

career in music. With her mother, Perry .......c.c.cceuee. .. (make) several trips to Nashville to record a gospel album, Katy Hudson,
which was released in 2001.

As a teenager, Perry was exposed to other musical influences. One friend introduced her to the music of Queen, which is still
one of her favourite groups. "I'm very inspired by Freddie Mercury ," she told fashion magazine WWD.

In high school, she wanted to be her own person, choosing not to limit herself to one social group. "I was a hop-around. I hung out
with the rockabilly crew, the guys who ... (try) to be rappers, the funny kids," she told Seventfeen magazine.
