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Form: we add "ed” to all regular verbs,
Irregular verbs must be learnt by heart.

We use the Past Simple for something in the past
which is finished.

* He played tennis yesterday.
s  The children went to the park this morning.

We use "did” to make questions and “didn't" for
negatives. The verb stays in the base form.
