Estrutura interrogativa: Will + sujeito + verbo +

complemento?

Will Susan study English yesterday?
Will you answer the phone?

+« FUTURO IMEDIATO: usa-se a expressao BE
GOING TO antes do verbo na forma basica
ou infinitivo (forma do dicionario). Observe
que o verbo BE tem a forma variavel
dependendo do sujeito, podendo virar AM,
ARE ou IS.

Estrutura afirmativa: Sujeito + am/are/is going to

verbo + complemento.

Susan is going to study English
My friends are going to play tennis

Estrutura negativa: Sujeito + am/arefis NOT going to

verbo + complemento.
Susan is not/ isn’t going to study English
| am not/aren’t going to play tennis

Estrutura interrogativa: Am/Arells Sujeito + going to
verbo + complemento.

Is Susan going to study English?
Are you going to play tennis?
