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"Used To" or "Would"?

We use "used to" + infinitive to talk about past habitual actions and states:

I used to [ive in this area when I was a child.
They used to dance at that ballroom every Sunday afternoon.

We use "would" + infinitive, however, to talk only about past habitual actions.

It's not possible to talk about past states:

They would dance dal that ballroom every Sunday afternoon.

(Be, Have, Like, Love, Hate are some examples of state verbs)
