Regina Flores talks about her year abroad as an exchange student

'When I went to Britain last year, [ was a fifteen-year-old student from Brazil who didn’t know a lot about life outside
of my country because I'd never been overseas before. It was time to experience a new lifestyle and Culture. So, for a
vear, I lived with a British family and went to a local school.
