Repaso: la hora

To ask what time it is in Spanish, say “;Qué hora es?” To answer, say “Son las”
and the number of the hour unless it's when referring to some time in the one
o’clock hour. Then we use “Es la una.”

Add minutes to the current hour by using the word “y.” After 30, you can either
do the same thing (omitting the “y”) or subtract the minutes from the next hour
using the word “menos.” This is like saying “It’s ten ‘til four” (3:50).

Other time expressions are “cuarto” (quarter past or ‘til), “media” (half past), “en
punto” (on the dot), “de la mafiana” (AM), “de la tarde” and “de la noche” (PM).

Add the word “a” when asking what time something is happening at or when
responding to this question.
Examples: When’s lunch? = ;A qué hora es el almuerzo?”
It's at 11:30 = Es a las once y media.
AM and PM are generally divided into 3 different phrases: “de la mafana, de la
tarde y de la noche.”
