They make skeletons to place in the gavden or
tombstones outside the house. They also make lots of spider webs as decorations.
People from the house try to make it look as scary as possible.

Finally, children dress up in costumes and go out trick -or-treating. This 1S
where they go to people’s houses and. ask for sweets or candies. If the people from
the house refuse to give them anything, then they play a trick (a mischief) on the
house. Adults do not go trick _or-treating, but they often have their own parties
at night. At these parties people are dressed up as monsters, skeletons or diffe-
vent scary characters.
