We use the past simple to
refer to an action that
interrupts another (we don't
know if the other action was
completed after the
interruption)

Example:

During the exam
someone's mobile phone
fFell to the Floor, didn’t it?

We use the past continuous
to describe an action that
was interrupted by another,
or to describe two
simultaneous actions.

Examples:

They were doing an exam
when someone’s mobile
phone fell to the floor
weren't they?

She was eating a sandwich
while she watched/was
watching TV, wasn’t she?
