Zero Conditional

Zero conditionals are used for:

e Facts that are generally true and do not change.
(Hechos que son generalmente ciertos y no
cambian.)

e General situation that always happens if a
condition is met. (Situacién general que siempre
sucede cuando se cumple una condicion).
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Example:
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« Ifyou leave ice in the sun, it melts.
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_I_f, you stand in the rain, you get wet. COMMA
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You get wet if you stand in the rain. E‘SMMA
