About Eriedrich

Caspar David Friedrich
was born in Germany .
in 1774. His mother '
died when he was only
seven, and his father
brought him up to be
very religious.

After studying art,
Friedrich moved to
Dresden, in northern
Germany. Many of his
landscapes were inspired
by the woods, hills and
ruined abbey buildings
near Dresden. His
paintings were often
meant to inspire religious
feelines, He died in 1840,
