La
condicion puede estar al principio o al final de la oracion.

If clause Main clause
If + Present tense will / can / may / must + verb
If it rains today, I’ll stay at home

Algunas oraciones condicionales
de este tipo se usan para dar
instrucciones, en ese caso, en la
clausula principal, se usa la forma
imperativa del verbo (afirmativa o

negativa):

If Clause Main clause

If the computer doesn 't start, call the technician.

If there are no injuries, don’t call the ambulance.
