Watch Out for Burglars

In Britain, a home is burgled every 37 seconds,
and most burglaries take place verv quickly. A
burglary can be planned in advance or happen
suddenly if a criminal sees an easy opportunity to
enfer a house to steal something. Follow these
simple steps to keep your home secure no matter
what.

To help stop planned burglaries make sure you
don’t make it easy for burglars to know when
vou're not home. If you are planning on going on holiday, don’t announce
it to the world on social media. Or if you are out of town, have a neighbour
come and turn on your lights in the evenings so it doesn’t look like you are
gone. Most burglars enter a house through a window so use deadlocks and
window locks when vou are away. Finally, never leave spare keys where
they can be easily found, like under a doormat or in a flowerpot.

Another way to stop burglaries is to work together with your neighbours.
You can start a neighbourhood watch scheme, for example, where
everyone who lives in your area looks out for each other’s homes. After all,
it’s easier to protect your neighbourhood from crime when people work
together.
