In order to be a successful professional boxer he must develop good physical
condition and he has to exercise regularly. He runs for an hour every day and
then he takes a shower and has breakfast. He also needs to follow a healthy
diet and take vitamins to succeed inside the boxing ring.

Wiladimir has also accomplished other professional goals. In 1996, he finished
his studies and was accepted in the postgraduate study program at Kiev
University. On January 2001 he received a PhD in Sports Science. During his

postgraduate program Wladimir developed a better knowledge of personal training, physiotherapy and nutritional

consultancy.

In the personal field, he loves spending time with his wife, Amerlcan actress Hayden Panettiere and his baby girl Kaya.
