IN ORDER TO REPORT COMMANDS AND REQUESTS, WE USE THE VERBS TELL
OR ASK. ALSO, WE USE “TO + INFINITIVE” FOR AFFIRMATIVE OR “NOT + TO
INFINITIVE” FOR NEGATIVE. FOR EXAMPLE:

AFFIRMATIVE STRUCTURES:
THE TEACHER TOLD THE STUDENTS FOTURN THEIR CAMERAS ON.
THE TEACHER ASKED LAURA TOISPEAKIUP. (ASK = REQUEST)

NEGATIVE STRUCTURES.
THE TEACHER TOLD THE STUDENTS NOT TO INTERRUPT OTHERS
THE TEACHER ASKED THE STUDENTS NOT TO BE LATE (ASK = REQUEST)

THERE’'S NO BACKSHIFT OF TENSES!
