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REMEMBER:

The passive verb is, TO BE + PAST PARTICIPLE VERB
(The verb BE is the one that changes with the different tenses)

Look at the examples:

TENSE NAME STRUCTURE EXAMPLE
SIMPLE PRESENT am / are / is + past participle English is spoken here
SIMPLE PAST was / were + past participle | wasn't invited
