e Sometimes a subject pronoun follows a form of the linking verb
be (is, am, are, was, were) to tell about the subject. The
pronoun can be used alone or in a compound subject.

e The plural pronouns we and us can also be used before a noun
for emphasis. Use we if the noun is the subject of the sentence.
Use us if the noun is the object of a verb or preposition.
