TLINGIT, CHINOOK, YUPIK, AND ALEUT
PECPLE.

THEY LIVED IN EXTREMELY COLD WEATHER
TEMPERATURES BELOW FREEZING MOST
OF THE YEAR. THEY HUNTED CARIBOU
POLAR BEARS AND OTHER SMALL ANIMALS.

THE ANIMALS GAVE THEM FUR FOR COATS
BOOTS AND PARKAS AND HATS MADE
FROM ANIMAL SKINS.



SOME TRIBE LIVED IN SODHOUSES THESE
SHELTERS WERE MADE BY DIGGING A PIT
INTO THE EARTH AND USING SOD TO FORM
THE WALLS, WHALEBONES AND PIECES OF
WOOD WERE USED AS A FRAM FOR THE
ROOF.

DOGS AND WOLVES WERE USED TO PULL
SLEDS OVER THE SNOW AND ICE TO CARRY
SUPPLIES AND FOR TRAVELING.
