We all know how important it is to protect the environment. 16. For
example, if you're a motorist jumping in the car to go somewhere is balanced against
the knowledge of how harmful each journey can be. But did you know that making a
few simple changes to your driving habits will not only do less damage to our world
but will also save you money and could even be good for your health?
