They wanted people to know that Jesus was the Messiah,
They also wanted to preserve the message of Jesus for future generations,
The four gospels teach about the life, death and resurrection of Jesus. The
divine nature of Jesus is revealed in the gespels (Christ, Sen of God, Lord,
Savigur etc,). The gospels teach that God has pewer to perform miracles ond te
forgive sins, Lessons on how to live are included in all of the gospels.

Christians have been given the responsibility to spread the good news about
Jesus to athers (Matt. 28:19),
