A clause is part of a sentence that contains a subject and a
verb. We can use words like @ s,
V011 1< , unless and until to add a clause to a
main clause:

I'll invite you over once/as soon as/after | find an apartment.
If the verb in the main clause is in the present simple or
will/going to, we oftenusethe @ tensein
the second clause:

I'll call as soon as | find out.

We can also use the 2 .. tense in the second
clause. This emphasizes that the action will be completed
before the action in the main clause:

I'll call as soon as I've found out what'’s happening.

Sometimes the main clause comes at the end of the
sentence:

After/Once/As soon as you've read the newspaper, put it in
the recycling bin.
