The complement of result “4F" follows a verb as in “NZ4]" and “HEBTE” to indicate
that the action is satisfactorily completed. Compared with “FKNZ 5% 1 (I ve finished eating)”,
which only indicates the completion of the action, “FEWZf 1" means both “I’ve finished
eating” and “I've enjoyed the meal”. For example:
