The traditional nomad home of the Kazakhs is known as a yurta. It is comprised of
a collapsible tent, with a wooden frame, covered in felt. Its name comes from the
Kazakh word meaning “community,” “people,” or “family.”

Kazakhstan’s traditional drink Aumis has also been referred to as “milk
champagne.” It is made from fermented mare’s milk. The Kazakhs living on the
steppes also drink shubat, or fermented camel’s milk.

The Medeo Sports Center, located near Almaty, Kazakhstan, boasts the highest
skating rink in the world at 5,545 feet (1,690 m) above sea level. It also has a
surface area as large as two football fields.

Snow leopards live in the mountains in eastern Kazakhstan. The snow leopard is
considered a national symbol in Kazakhstan.
