Madame Tussauds

in England where you can look at celebrities - lots of them - every day: this is Madame Tussaud's museum. If you
want, you can falk to film stars and peliticians in Madame Tussaud's, but they can’t say anything o you because
the "famous people” in the building are really made out of *wax.

If's not easy to make
wax figures; it takes around four months to make them. The head alone takes five weeks! When a person stops
being famous or popular they take the model out and re-use it for another person!
