LIFE AFTER HARRY POTTER

James and Oliver Phelps play the Weasley twins, Fred and George, in the Harry Potter films. They must be one
of the most famous sets of twins in the world. They were 14 when they were auditioned for the role and they
had no acting experience. They seem to have fallen into acting by accident, rather than it being a passion. * felt
like T wasn’t a proper actor for about three or four years,” says James.

Though quick to express their gratitude for their parts in the film, they admit that going on set as ‘the twins’ felt
like a step backwards.
