We use not as + ad jective + as to compare two things that are not equal

Ruvving isn't as dangerous as climbing,

We can also compare two people or things that are not equal by using:
- (d. jective + -er + than ...or... more + ad. jective + than

Wy computer is newer thawn yours,
Elena’s cellphone is more expeusive than Carlos’.

To compare three or more things, we use superiatives.
- The + ad.jective + -est ...or... the most + ad.jective
