imple Past Tense indicates an action which

is completed at a definite time in the past.

POSITIVE (+) NEGATIVE () QUESTION (?)

| started | did not (didn't) start Did | start
You started . Youdidnot (didn't) = Did you start
start
He started 'He did not (didn’t) start Did he start
She started She did not (didn’t) Did she start
start
It started It did not (didn't) start Did it start
We started | We did not (didn’t) L Did we start
start
You started You did not (didn’t) Did you start
start
They started They did not (didn't) Did they start
start

We add —ED at the end We add DIDN'T before the verb  We add DID before the subject and verb

For IRREGULAR VERBS you must learn the list of irregular verbs with their past. EACH IS
DIFFERENT!
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Examples:
» He drew beautiful pictures last week.
* You gave the present to your friend.
* We bought a new car.
* He did not (didn’t) draw beautiful pictures last week.
* Did | learn Spanish last summer?
* Did you give the present to your friend?
* Did we buy a new car?
