All angles are less than 90° 3 equal sides. 3 equal angles
Obtuse Triangle Isosceles Triangle
One angle is greater than 90 ° 2 equal sides. 2 equal angles
Right Triangle
One angle is 90 °

No equal sides. No equal angles
