Why do we go to the cinema? There are a lot of good reasons: they're quite cheap as a form of
entertainment, the technology is better than the average Tv in your own home, and many people
like watching something with their friends. However, cinemas don’t often make much money from
the films they show. They make their money from the food and drink you buy. Some have special
offers.

In
fact, sometimes you can watch a play or a ballet at the cinema at the same time that the actors and
dancers are performing them in the theatre. But many people think cinemas are going to die and TV
is going to become more and more popular. What do you think?
