24 Farm Road  [first line: the house number and the street name)
Addington (second line: the town or city)

Surrey (third line: [optional] the state, country, province or region)
CRO 5XD (last line: the code for the town or city]

When you hear an address, there will be pauses between the parts. If the address is on
one line, put commas between each section: 24 Farm Road, Addington, Surrey, CR0 5XD

There are a variety of synonyms for ‘street” and ‘road’, which you should know how to
spell: Street, Road, Avenue, Crescent, Drive, Lane, Hill, Gardens.
