Early Life

Stephen Hawking was born in Oxford. England on January 8. 1942. He grew up in a highly
educated family. Stephen loved math and science in school. He wanted to study math at
university but Oxford University didn't have a math degree at the time so he chose physics and
chemistry instead. Stephen found college coursework to be very easy. After graduation. he went
to Cambridge to study for his Ph.D.

Diagnosed with ALS

"While Hawking was studying at Cambridge University, he began to have health problems. His
speech became unclear and he was very clumsy often falling for no reason. After a series of
tests. doctors discovered that Hawking had a disease called ALS (also called Lou Gehrig's
disease).

Although at first Hawking was depressed over his diagnosis. he decided that there were things he
wanted to accomplish with his life. He studied and worked harder than before. Around the same
time. he met and fell in love with a woman named Jane Wilde.
