SARS is thought to be an animal virus that spread first from bats to other

animals. A first known human to catch SARS is believed to have been in
the Guangdong province of southern China in November 2002, Its spread
developed rapid when, on 31 January 2003, a fishmonger in Guangzhou
checked out to a hospital, where he infected 30 nurses and doctors. Within
months, it spreaded to more than two dozen countries. 238 cases were
reporting in Singapore, with 33 deaths. By the time the global epidemic was

contained, the virus had spread to over 8,000 people worldwide and kill

almost 800. It is now known that the transmission of the virus at that time

was primary from person to person mostly being transmitted in the health

care setting, in the absent of adequate virus control precautions. SARS

officially ended in 2003.
