This summer my dad and I travelled to Tanzania to climb Mount
Kilimanjaro, Africa's highest mountain. My dad and I have climbed many mountains in Scotland
since I was little, but, at 5,895 metres, Kilimanjaro was higher than anything I'd done before.
Planning the trip took months, including a few weeks training in the mountains of Switzerland.
Over 20,000 people climb Kilimanjaro every year. Some do it because the countryside is very
interesting, going from rainforest to snow at the top.
