Towards the second half of their lives, the focus of their duties
changes. They’ll begin by acting as guard to the hive.| 19

Then they’ll move on to becoming “field bees’ when they’ll leave
the hive to collect nectar. However, this journey doesn’t start
until they have made sure they’ll recognise the hive on their
return.

They start by taking a short flight in front of the hive, flying
backwards and forwards, up and down, getting a clear idea of
where the hive is and what it looks like. 20 This careful
approach is probably very wise as their search for nectar will
take them a long way from home.
