For example, if we promise to
do something we have to do it. We need to stand by our character and be willing to defend our
values and actions.

In my view, people can succeed in their life only when they respect themselves. Sometimes self-
respect stops people from doing things that can harm them later. When we are living by our
values and are willing to accept responsibility for our actions and choices, we find that our
interactions with others become worthwhile.
