1’ Nimen jia zhén pidgoliang!

Your home is really beautiful!
The word “zhén FL” (really) followed by an adjective often expresses an exclamation.

2/ Ni nG’ér jinnian ji sui?

How old is your daughter this year?
The expression “Jinnian ji sui? 54EJL% 7 (How old... this year?) is often used to ask a child’s
age. Note: It is not used to ask an adult’s age.
3 Jintidn ta you gangqinke.

Today she has a piano lesson.
A noun that comes directly before another noun acts as a modifier, e.g., “M8&igudrén J[H{ A"
(American people), “gangginkeé H4 5" (piano lesson) and “Yingylke J<ifiii” (English lesson).

4) Shi a.

Yes.
The modal particle “a W™ is attached to *shi /" as a sign of confirmation.
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
