* We can use adverbs of frequency (never, seldom, sometimes, often, usually, always, etc.)
to talk about how often we do things or how often things happen.
* Adverbs of frequency often go after the verb "be” or before the main verb.
She is never late for school. | sometimes read comics after dinner.
* We can use Present Simple with time expressions (every day, once/twice a week,
three times a year, etc.).
