It was
constructed in 1070 under Ly Thanh Tong’s dynasty, first to honor Confucius and nowadays to
celebrate the doctorates and high rank scholars of Vietnam.

The last one is Thai Hoc House, which was used as the Imperial Academy. Thai Hoc House
holds a small collection of old-time costumes for students and scholars.
