Decision:The phone is ringing.l will answer it.
Offer:l'll post the letter for you.

NEGATIVE

We use:
Will not=won't
For example: “He is a good manager. He won’t make any mistakes.”

QUESTION

Will you come to my house 7

Short answer:

Yes, | will.

No, | won't.

Will she make the bed?
Yes,she will.

No, she won't.
