Being an Actor: Whats It Like?

Being an actor is both exciting and rewarding. An actor greatly benefits from the
opportunity to work with different crew members on a project such as the (21)

, producer, supporting cast and many more. Usually, the crew will first find

the right (22) to shoot the film, Then, the team working on sounds and

visuals will come onboard to start work, along with the actors who are now filming their scenes.
